Mueller’s parks, trails and open space are a defining feature of the community that will provide both recreational 

and transportation choices to residents, businesses, employees and nearby neighbors. With 20 percent of the 

total acreage of Mueller dedicated to parks and open space, Mueller is designed to foster a green and healthy 

community. Mueller will feature:

140 acres of parks, trails and open space

5 miles of new hike and bike paths 

At least 15,000 new trees throughout the development

A total of at least three community swimming pools 

The Mueller Greenway – a “green necklace” surrounding the neighborhood that connects to existing Austin 

parks including Bartholomew Park, Patterson Park and the public Morris Williams Golf Course

 Northwest Greenway – 10-foot-wide hike and bike trail, accessible playscape, picnic area with a  

 trellis shade structure

 Southwest Greenway – partnership with the Lady Bird Johnson Wildflower Center comprised of a  

 restored blackland prairie incorporating native plants and educational amenities informing visitors  

 about the ecosystem and prairies of Central Texas; 10-foot-wide hike and bike trail

A large centrally located 30-acre Lake Park with a 6.4-acre lake with an open air amphitheatre and stage, 

interactive playscape, picnic peninsula and loop trail

Four neighborhood parks with unique sets of amenities 

Southwest neighborhood park – 2.5 acres with one acre of open lawn, a playscape, basketball/sport court, 

shaded picnic areas and junior-Olympic-sized 5-lane lap pool with attached wading pool for children
